Professor B R Deepak invited to lecture in
the University of Macau, Chinese University
of Hong Kong and Beijing International
Studies University, Beijing

At the invitation of the Director of Global Affairs and
Special Advisor to Rector, Prof. Feng Da-hsuan, and the
Department of International Relations, University of
Macau; Centre for China Studies, Chinese University of
Hong Kong; and Beijing International Studies University,
Professor Deepak delivered a series of special lectures at
the above universities.
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At the University of Macao on 14 October, Prof. Deepak
talked about India’s foreign Policy under Modi
Government; he elucidated the Modi-fied Indian foreign
policy and analysed whether India would be an
accommodator, shaper, follower or challenger of the
rules of the world order.

At the Chinese University of Hong Kong on 15 October,
Prof Gao Qi and Prof. Wu Muluan moderated the talks
that was attended by faculty and students from a few
other universities in Hong Kong as well. Prof. Deepak
delved into the issue of cooperation and conflict in India-
China relations and took a stock of the confidence
building measures signed between the two countries so
far.

On 19 October, at Beijing International Studies University
that was founded by the first Chinese Premier, Zhou
Enlai in the 1950s, Prof. Deepak talked about the current
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scenario of India-China relations amidst changing global
political architecture, and whether India and China
would be able to adapt to various new globalization
processes initiated by them as well as other powers in
world and reap the benefits as China did during the deep
globalisation of the 1990s.

At the invitation of of Prof. LIU Chuansheng, Chancellor
Beijing Normal University (BNU) Beijing one of the hosts
of the event besides Ministry of Culture, Beijing
Municipal Government, and many others, Prof. S. Mitra
and Prof. B R Deepak attended the first “BRICS
University President Forum” in Beijing. The Forum was
aimed to bring together university presidents and senior
scholars from BRICS countries, in order to discuss about
strengthening cooperation at the university level,
explore opportunities for joint research projects on a
variety of academic disciplines, intensify exchanges of
students and teachers, share knowledge and best
practices, so as to ultimately contribute to the scaling up
of collaboration among BRICS countries in different
areas.
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Prof. Mitra’s paper enunciated Jawaharlal Nehru
University as a unique example of multiculturalism,
while Prof. Deepak made a case study of dissemination
and translation of Chinese cultural capital in India from
the ancient times to present. Around 300 delegates, i/3
of which were Vice Chancellors of the BRICS universities
attended the forum. The biggest takeaway of the Forum
was he signing of the BRICS university league, which I
signed on behalf of J]NU yet another dialogue mechanism
between these five nations.
