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HIGHLIGHTS

The Jawaharlal Nehru University, established in 1966, is a fitting National Memorial to Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, a great
statesman and visionary. Formally inaugurated on 14 November 1969 by Shri V. V. Giri, then President of India, the
University laid down the following objectives for itself:

to disseminate and advance knowledge, wisdom and understanding by teaching and
research; and by the example and influence of its corporate life to promote the study of the
principles for which Jawaharlal Nehru worked during his life-time, namely national
integration, social justice, secularism, a democratic way of life, international understanding
and a scientific approach to the problems of society.

Towards this end, the University was entrusted with the task of:

fostering the composite culture of India through the establishment of such departments or institutions as may be
required for the study and development of the languages, arts and culture of India;

taking special measures to encourage students and teachers from all over India to join the University and participate
in its academic programmes;

promoting an awareness and understanding of the social needs of the country in the students and teachers and
prepare them for fulfilling such needs;

making special provision for integrated courses in humanities, science and technology in the educational
programmes of the University;

taking appropriate measures for promoting interdisciplinary studies in the University;

establishing such departments or institutions as may be necessary for the study of languages, literature and life of
foreign countries with a view to inculcate an international understanding and holistic perspective amongst students;
and

providing facilities for students and teachers from various countries to participate in the academic programmes and
activities of the University.

Given below are details of activities of Schools, Centres and other bodies of the University from 1 April 2008 to 31
March 2009.

THE SCHOOLS

The University was envisioned as an institution essentially for post-graduate teaching and research. The Academic
Advisory Committee of the University had originally planned that the University would be broadly structured into
Schools, each with constituent Centres. Today the University has ten Schools:

School of Arts & Aesthetics (SAA)

School of Biotechnology (SBT)

School of Computer & Systems Sciences (SCSS)

School of Environmental Sciences (SES)

School of International Studies (SIS)

School of Information Technology (SIT)

School of Language, Literature & Culture Studies (SLLCS)
School of Life Sciences (SLS)

School of Physical Sciences (SPS)

School of Social Sciences (SSS)

As well as the following Special Centres:

Centre for the Study of Law and Governance (CSLG)
Special Centre for Molecular Medicine (SCMM)
Special Centre for Sanskrit Studies (SCSS)



SAA: THE SCHOOL OF ARTS AND AESTHETICS, formed in 2001, has a great growth potential. In a short span, it
has become a Centre for promoting inter-disciplinary studies and research into wide-ranging theories of arts and
practices, both traditional and contemporary in nature.

The School organised a number of lectures during the year by prominent speakers, which included Dr. Pedro Moura
Carvalho, Harvard University; Janet Lilly, Olsoi from Denmark etc. The faculty members participated in around 45
national/international conferences/seminars. Among the faculty members who received awards and honours were Parul
Dave Mukherji; Kavita Singh; N. P. Ahuja and Ranjani Majundar.

SBT: THE SCHOOL OF BIOTECHNOLOGY, declared as the Number 1 in the country by a National Survey
regarding its teaching and training in Biotechnology in 2006 offers both M.Sc and Ph.D degrees in Biotechnology. The
school emphasises teaching of Physio-Chemical aspects of biotechnology, biochemistry, biophysics, microbiology,
molecular biology and specialised courses in enzymology, biochemical engineering, fermentation technology and
immuno technology.

Among the prominent speakers visited the School included Prof. Christopher Franco; Flinders University, Australia; Dr.
Lalji Singh, CCMB, Hyderabad, Mattia Celio, Embassy of Switzerland. As many as 27 research projects were taken by
the members of the faculty and had contributed around 17 scholarly articles during the period under review.

SCSS: THE SCHOOL OF COMPUTER AND SYSTEMS SCIENCES (1975), is one of the foremost institutions that
has teaching and research programmes in the area of Computer Science. The School offers programmes of instruction
and research leading to the degrees of MCA, M.Tech., M.Phil. and Ph.D.

Among the faculty members who received award and honour was T. V. Vijay Kumar. The tuculty members of the
School participated in around 20 national/international conferences and contributed ten scholarly articles. Among the
publication of the Centre was “Scheduling in Distributed Computing System: Analysis, Design and Models” by D. P.
Vidyarthi.

SES: THE SCHOOL OF ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCES (1974) , has diversified interests in earth, atmospheric and
biological processes. Linkages between ecological and social processes give an additional dimension and relevance to
the School. The curriculum therefore, has components of inter-disciplinary areas such as physical sciences, earth &
atmospheric sciences, environmental biology, environmental monitoring and management.

Around 72 scholary articles were contributed by the faculty during the year and as many as 38 research projects were
taken by the members of the faculty. Among the faculty members who received awards and honours were S.
Bhattacharya, K. Kumar, D. Mohan, K. G. Saxena and A. L. Remanathan.

S18: THE SCHOOL OF INTERNATIONAL STUDIES (1969). Initially established as the Indian School of
International Studies in 1955, SIS is the oldest School of the University. During the 54 years of its existence, the School
has established itself as the premier institution in the country for the study of international relations and area studies.

In recent years, several chairs have been instituted in the School. These include the Appadorai Chair, the Nelson
Mandela Chair, Chair in Environmental Law and Space Law, State Bank of India and Rajiv Gandhi Chair. The Pt.
Hriday Nath Kunzru Memorial series of lectures on International Relations has become a regular annual feature.

There are nine Centres in the school that conduct research and teaching in various disciplines.

«  Centre for Canadian, US & Latin American Studies (CCUSLAS): Among the prominent Speakers who visited
the Centre included Prof. Brinsley Samaroo, University of Trinidad and Tobago; Prof. Marie McAndrew, University
of Montreal; Dr. Peter Jones, University of Ottawa.

Centre for International Legal Studies (CILS)

SIT: THE SCHOOL OF IN FORMATION TECHNOLOGY which was started in 2001 consists of three Centres. The
focus of the School is on the use of Information Technology in education and research.

Centre for Computational Biclogy and Bio-informatics (CCBB) has been functioning since 1988 to provide
information services and computational support to researchers working in all areas of biology and life sciences.

Communication and Information Services (CIS): In keeping with its tradition for excellence, the University has
taken another pioneering step by integrating state-of-the-art Internet technology into its teaching and research

programmes.

High Performance Computing Centre (HPCC): High Performance Cluster Computing Systems has been set up
and maintained by C-DAC, and is funded through the INU-UPOE Scheme.

Among the prominent speakers who visited the School, were Prof. Martin Karplus, Harvard Medical School; Dr.
Rajeev Arora, Saint Louis University, U.S.A. and Dr. Vijay Chandru, IISC, Bangalore. As many as seven research
projects were run by the members of the faculty. The faculty members who received awards and honours were R.
Ramaswemy and Pradipta Bandyopahyay.

SLLCS: THE SCHOOL OF LANGUAGE, LITERATURE & CULTURE STUDIES (1971) offers undergraduate,

post-graduate and research courses in various classical and modern Indian and foreign languages. A special service that
the School renders to all students of the University needing extra help, is through remedial courses in different
languages, particularly in English which has a large number of takers each year.



There are Eleven Centres in the School and a Multimedia Language Laboratory. The Language Laboratory Complex 1s
well equipped with facilities for audio and video recordings, and for educational software production.

Centre of Arabic and African Studies (CAAS): The faculty of the Centre participated in around nine
national/international conferences and seminars. During the year review the faculty members contributed in around
seven scholarly articles.

Centre of Chinese and South East Asian Studies (CCSEAS): Among the prominent visitors who visited the
Centre during the year were Dr. Sun Ping, NCEPU, Beijing and Dr. Harprasad Ray. The faculty members who
received award and honous was Priyadarsi Mukherji and faculty contributed in around eight scholarly articles.

SESTHE SCHOOL OF LIFE SCIENCES (1970) has been a premier multi-disciplinary research and teaching
department and has followed innovative teaching and research programmes in selected areas of modem biology. The
School has highly advanced and acclaimed research programmes on Plant Molecular Biology, Genetics Cell &
Molecular Biology, Immunology. Radiation, Photo-Biology, Cancer, Biology and Microbiology. Future plans and
projections of the School are to develop centralised facilities for studies on neurobiology, molecular biophysics and
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structural biology, and to strengthen facilities for intensive research or gene technology of plants, microbes and tropical
and hereditary diseases.

SPS: THE SCHOOL OF PHYSICAL SCIENCES (1986) Over the years, the School has implemented a dynamic
teaching programme at the M.Sc. and pre-Ph.D levels. Research activities in the School are primarily in the theoretical
areas relating to classical and quantum chacs, computational physics, condensed matter physics, disordered systems,
nonlinear dynamics, quantum field theory, quantum optics and statistical mechanics. In the experimental areas, they
pertain to chemical physics, complex fluids, condensed matter physics and nonlinear optics.

SS8S: THE SCHOOL OF SOCIAL SCIENCES (1969). The School of Social Sciences admits more than 450 students
every year to the M.A., M.Phil/Ph.D. and Ph.D programmes offered by its nine Centres, apart from a special UGC
sponsored programme on Women'’s Studies and a special Adult Continuing Education & Extension Unit. It also houses
the Archives on Contemporary History and the Educational Records Research Unit. While all Centres of the School
have research programmes, MA programmes are offered in five Centres. which along with the Zakir Husain Centre for
Educational Studies, have been operating the UGC-aided Department of Special Assistance Programme (DSA).

STUDENTS

The student community of the University is drawn from all parts of the country and is representative of the linguistic,
religious, caste, and economic plurality of Indian society. The data in respect of 2008-2009 is given below. The student
teacher ratio is 12:1.

Admissions

The University admits students through an entrance examination which can be taken at 69 Centres in various parts of the
country and at 01 Centre outside India, i.e. Kathamandu, Nepal. Admission announcements are made in all major
national and regional newspapers in English and Indian languages. Admissions are made against a fixed number of seats
in each programme of study, on the basis of merit in the admission test.

The University also conducts a Combined Entrance Test in M.Sc. Biotechnology on behalf of 43 Institutes and
Universities including JNU.

Academic Achievements

Besides evolving innovative programmes of study and courses, a major strength of the University lies in its faculty.
Teaching, guiding and conducting research beyond the conventional bounds of their narrow areas of specialization,
members of the faculty are engaged in writing and editing books, contributing chapters to volumes, publishing papers
and articles, organising and participating in seminars, conferences and workshops, delivering lectures and managing
research projects.

UNIVERSITY LIBRARY

Over 9153 students, faculty members and scholars from other Universities and Institutions both within and outside the
country used the library facilities during the year.

The Library acquired 4698 volumes during the year. Of these, 1115 were gifts. The total library collection stood at
5,51,463 volumes at the end of the year. The expenditure on purchase of books was Rs. 31.65 lacs while Rs. 3.32 crore
were spent on journal subscriptions. The Library subscribed to 941 journals and also received 105 journals by way of
gift.

ACADEMIC STAFF COLLEGE
Established in 1989, the Staff College has been conducting specific Refresher Courses for college teachers in
International Relations, Social Sciences, Computer Sciences, Life Sciences, Environmental Sciences, Physics &

Biotechnology. It also conducts Orientation Courses in Social and Natural Sciences.

Senior faculty members act as Course Coordinators and scholars from JNU and other institutes act as resource persons.
09 Refresher and 04 Orientation courses were held during the current year.

Receipts and Payments in connection with 286 Projects funded by various Indian and International Funding Agencies
(2008-2009) are Rs. 300255331.00 and Rs. 212906241.00 respectively.



ADVANCED INSTRUMENTATION FACILITY (AIF)

The Advanced Instrumentation Facility (AIF) has been set up by the university with the state of the art analytical
equipments for research in Physical, biological and environmental sciences. The equipments for the facility have arrived
and are in use. The Time Resolved Luminescence/ Fluorescence Spectrometer that is one of the analytical equipments of
AlF was installed in the facility and is in regular operation.

The equipment procured for the facility are Laser Scanning Confocal Microscope, XRD for Macromolecules and
protein crystallography, XRD for Powder and thin films, FT-IR Spectrometer with Laser Raman attachment,
Transmission Electron Microscope (TEM), Scanning Electron Microscope (SEM) High & Low vacuum, WDXRF
Spectrometer, EDXRF Spectrometer, Circular Diachroism (CD) and Fluorescence spectrometer with stop flow
attachments and accessories, Liquid Nitrogen Plant, GC- Mass Spectrometer, Capillary Electrophoresis, High
performance Cell sorter and Flow cytométer; Surface Plasmon Resonance (SPR) Analyzer, Time Resolved
Luminescence/ Fluorescence Spectrometer.

UNIVERSITY BODIES

The regulating bodies responsible for the functioning of the University are the University Court, the Executive Council,
the Academic Council and Statutory Committees such as the Finance Committee.

University Court

The Court is the supreme authority of the University and meets once a year on a date fixed by the Executive Council, to
consider a report on the working of the University during the previous year together with a statement on the receipts and
expenditure, the balance sheet as audited and the budget for the next financial year. The Court is vested with the powers
to review the acts of the Executive Council and Academic Council (save when these authorities have not acted in
accordance with the powers conferred upon them under the Act, the Statutes and the Ordinances) and to exercise the
powers of the University not otherwise provided in the Act or the Statutes.

University Court Meeting - 20 January, 2009

The University Court in its meeting on 20 January, 2009 received the Annual Report on the working of the University
for the period April 1, 2007 to March 31, 2008 with a statement of receipt and expenditure and statement of assets and
liabilities as audited for the financial year 2007-2008 and also the budget for the financial year 2008-2009.

Executive Council

Executive Council is the executive body and is inter alia vested with the powers to make appointments of the members of
the faculty and other group *A’ officers on the recommendatio ns of the Selection Committees, fix their emoluments and
define their duties. The Executive Council is also vested with the powers to maintain discipline amongst the teaching
and non-teaching employees in accordance with the provisions of Statutes and Ordinances and manage and regulate the
finances, accounts and other administrative affairs of the University.

During the year under review the Executive Council deliberated upon various administrative and academic matters and
took important decisions. It also considered and approved actions taken by the Vice-Chancellor on matters of an urgent
nature in exercise of the powers conferred upon him in terms of the Statutes/Ordinances. The Council also approved the
action taken by the Vice-Chancellor in approving the recommendations of various Selection Committees for faculty and
non-teaching appointments.
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Academic Council

The Academic Council is the academic body of the University and is inter alia vested with the powers to propose
establishment of Departments, Special Centres and specialized laboratories to the Executive Council. The Academic
Council is also vested with the powers to recommend to the Executive Council the creation and abolition of teaching
posts, their classifications, draft ordinances on admissions and examinations, appointment of examiners and fixation of
their fees, conferment of honorary degrees and proposals for instituting fellowships, scholarships etc. The Academic
Council is further vested with the power to recognize diplomas and degrees of other Universities/Institutions, appoint
Committees for admission to the University, make arrangements for the conduct of examinations, fixing dates for
holding them and declaring results of various University exams etc.

The Finance Committee is a statutory body of the University. It considers the Budget and Expenditure proposals, all
proposals for new/additional posts, accounts of the University, the Audit Report and all other financial and accounting
matters. Its recommendations go for approval of the Executive Council.

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The Legend

A university stands for humanism, for tolerance, for reason, for the adventure of ideas and
Sor the search of truth. It stands for the onward march of the human race towards ever
higher objectives. If the universities discharge their duties adequately, then it is well with
the Nation and the People.

This visionary statement by the first Prime Minister of Independent India on the occasion of the diamond jubilee of
Allahabad University on 13 December. 1947, reflects the great importance that Jawaharlal Nehru attached to university
education in India. He firmly believed that universities could play a crucial role in shaping and strengthening the life of
a nation by inculcating cardinal in their students the values in which he believed.

As a fitting tribute to his vision, the Jawaharlal Nehru University was established in 1966 under the INU Act, 1966 (53
of 1966) As a mark of further respect, the University was formally inaugurated by the late Sh. V. V. Giri. the then
President of India, on the birthday of Panditji on 14 November 1969, which also coincided with the birth centenary vear
of Mahatma Gandhi.

The University’s objectives are:

to disseminate and advance knowledge, by teaching and research; and by the example and
influence of its corporate life to promote the study of the principles for which Jawaharlal Nehru
worked during his life-time, namely national integration, social justice, secularism. a
democratic way of life, international understanding and a scientific approach to the problems of
society.

Towards this end. the University was entrusted with the task of:

*  fostering the composite culture of India through the establishment of such departments or institutions as may be
required for the study and development of the languages, arts and culture of India;

+ taking special measures to encourage students and teachers from all over India to participate in its academic
programmes;

*  promoting an awareness and understanding of the social needs of the country in the students and teachers and
preparing them to fulfil these needs;

« making special provision for integrated courses in humanities as well as science and technology in its educational
programmes;

+ taking appropriate measures for promoting interdisciplinary studies;

+  establishing such departments or institutions as may be necessary for the study of the languages, literature and life of
foreign countries with a view to inculcating in the students an international understanding and a holistic perspective;
and

+  providing facilities for students and teachers from various countries to participate in its academic programmes and
activities.

The uniqueness of INU is evident from its basic philosophy. palicies and programmes which are spelt out and embodied
in the University Act. Accordingly. the University has always strive to evolve such policies and programmes of study as
would be a qualitative and distinct addition to the national resource base in higher education instead of reflecting mere
quantitative expansions of the existing facilities. The University thus has been concentrating on programmes that are of
relevance to national progress and development. In this regard. the University has taken the following initiatives:

* A conscious effort has been made to promote ideas of national integration, secularism. a scientific outlook, a
cosmopolitan and a humanistic approach towards life.

+  The national character of the University has been maintained by selecting students and faculty from all regions of
the country.

*  An interdisciplinary approach to teaching and research has been promoted in recognition of the fact that knowledge
is indivisible and, accordingly, a structure of Schools and Centres of teaching has been established.

+  The emphasis on teaching and research in non-conventional areas has ensured that duplication of facilities available
in other universities is avoided as far as possible.



Care has been wken 1o establish a model School of Language Teaching and Rescarch in Indian as well as toreien
fanzuages with well-equipped language laboratories and Centres, where the study ol the literature. culture and
civilization o the countries concerned becomes feasible and etfective.

A system has been evolved whereby main academic decisions. such as the courses to be tanght. their content and the
methods of evaluation. are taken by the teachers themselves.

Admissions are made entirely on merit through an open all-India Entrance Examination, held at 69 centres across
the country and 01 centre abroad.

I accordanee with the policy of the Government of India. the University provides reservations in botl students
admissions and faculty reeruitment.

There is o liberal pravision for merit-cum-means scholarships/fellowships. Students as well as faculty members are
provided with financial support to undertake field tips in connection with their research both within the country and
abroad.

Participation in cultral exchange programmes with universities/institutes abroad is being encouraged 10 promote

international understanding. The University has signed Memoranda of Understanding with a large number of

forcign universities and institutions.

A Grievance Redressal Committee has been set up o promote cordial relations between the students and the
University administration,

In order to create the right social ambience and to meet the security concerns of the INU community. the Universin
has established a Gender Sensitization Committee against Sexual Harassment (GSCASH).

A number of Chairs. like the B.R. Ambedkar Chair. Nelson Mandela Chair. Ap padorai Chair. Rajiv Gandhi Chair,
RBI Chair. SBI Chair, Chair in Greek Studies and others have been established.

A Committee of Advisors has been set up to look into the academic/financial concerns of the Dalit students of the
Uiniversity

Giving weightage to OBC candidates seeking admission to various programmes of study in the entrance
eximination was a significant step which the University took in 1995

The University has been organising successfully the combined Biotechnology Entrance Fxamination for admission
to M.Sc. in Biotechnology, M.Sc. in Agriculture Biotechnology, M.V.Sc.(Animal) Biotechnology and M. Tech.
programme in Biotechnology ol 43 participating universities for a number of vears. This entrance exanunation is
conducted all over the country,

As against 66265 application forms sold, 57100 completed applications were received. Based on the choice
exercised by the applicants, the total number worked out to 81726 choice exercised by candidates in the
entrance examination for various disciplines/ subjects/programmes of study.

Based on the performance of the candidates in the entrance examination and the merit lists prepared in
accordance with the provisions of the University's admission policy. 2081 candidates were offered admission to
various programmes of study, out of which 1535 candidates joined.

As against the statutory requirement of 22.3% reservation for SC and ST candidates (15% SC and 7.53% ST)
23.38% candidates (14.90% in SC category and 8.48% in ST category) belonging to these categories joined the
University.

As against the requirement of' 3% reservations for Physically Challenged candidates, 2.52% candidates joined
the University.

Of the 1535 candidates admitted to various programmes of studies.

* 635 were admitted to M.Phil /Ph.D, M.Tech/Ph.D., MCH/Ph.D and 620 to MA/M.Sc/MCA. The
remaining 280 were admitted to BA (Hons.) in foreign languages programmes;

COMBINED ENTRANCE EXAMINATION

As in the past. this year also the Umiversity conducted the combined Biotechnology Entrance test on 18 May, 2008 at 79
centres all over the country for admission to M. Sc. (Biotechnology), M. V. Sc. (Agri.)’M. Sc. (Animal Biotechnology)
and M. Tech (Biotechnology) programmes on behalf of 43 participating universities (including JINU).

A total number of 23955 applications forms [M. Sc. (Biotechnology)- 21799 M. Sc. (Agr.) & M. V. Sc.- 854 and
M. Tech (Biotechnology)- 1302 were received. Out of which 21216 candidates [M.Sc. (Biotechnology)- 19438, M. Sc.
(Agri) & M. V Sc.- 764 and M. Tech (Biotechnology)- 1014 appeared, and 499 candidates [M. Sc. (Biotech)- were
offered admission in the programme of various participating Universities, for the academic year 2008-2009.

PART-TIME PROGRAMMES IN THE SCHOOL OF LANGUAGE, LITERATURE
AND CULTURE STUDIES

A total of 517 completed application forms were recetved for admission te part-time Diploma/Certificate programmes of

study in the School. As many as 142 candidates joined these programmes: 57 for COP, 42 for DOP and 43 for ADOP.

STUDENT’S STRENGTH

The total strength of full-time students on the rolls of the University as on 1.9.2008 was 6025, The break-up for various
programmes indicated that 3699 students were doing research. 1598 were pursuing post-graduate studies (f.e. M.AUM.
Se/MCA), 728 were pursuing under-graduate studies.

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ADMISSION PROCESS

Admission to various programmes of study is regulated by policy and procedure approved by the Academic Council of
the University from time to time.

The approximate number of seats available in each programme of study (including M.Phil/Ph.D. programmes) is
decided by the Academic Council on the recommendations of the Centres/Schools concerned. The intake of candidates
considered for direct admission to the Ph. D, programme is over and above the intake prescribed by the Centres/Schools
for M.Phil./Ph. D. programmes.

Reservation in admissions: The University provides 22.5% reservation for SC and ST students (15% for SC and 7.5%
for ST, interchangeable if necessary) 12% for OBC category and 3% for the physically challenged. Over and above the
intake fixed for each programme, 15% of seats are also reserved for foreign nationals. Ofthis quota of 15%, upto 7" %
of seats are reserved for those appearing in the entrance examination and the remaining 7'7% for candidates applying
from abroad whose cases are considered in absentia. The ratio is interchangeable if necessary.

Admission notice: The admission notification is published all over India rhrmwh advertisements in leading newspapers
around the second week of February every year. -

Written test: The written test for admission to various programmes of study is held at various centres all over the
country in the third week of May every year. A question paper of three hours duration is set for each programme or each
set of programmes of study. The tests are spread over three days, with two sessions of three hours on each day.
Admission is made purely on merit, taking into account the candidate’s performance in the written examination and the
viva-voce, wherever prescribed. The written test (wherever viva-voce is prescribed) carries 70 marks.

Eligibility requirements for appearing in the entrance test: The eligibility criteria (for both general and reserved
category candidates) for appearing in the entrance examination are formulated as per the guidelines laid down by the
University in this regard. Candidates who are appearing in their respective qualifying examinations are also permitted
to appear in the entrance examination. In the event of selection, however, their admission is subject to their passing and
securing the prescribed percentage of marks in the qualifying examination and submission of all documents, including
the final marksheet of the qualifying examination at the time of admission. The last date for admission to any
programme of study is 14 August and no admission is permitted thereafter.

Viva-voce examination: Candidates seeking admission to M.Phil./Ph.D./Pre-Ph.D. programmes and MA programmes in
foreign languages (other than English language) are required to appear for a viva-voce examination which is assigned
30% marks. Only those candidates are eligible to be called for viva-voce examination for admission to M. Phil/Ph.
D./Pre-Ph. D. and M. A. (foreign languages) programmes of study who have secured a minimum of 35% and 25%
marks, respectively, in the written test. The percentage of marks is, however, 10% less in respect of candidates
belonging to SC, ST and PC categories. The maximum number of candidates called for the viva-voce examination in
each programme of study is normally not more than three times the number of seats approved by the Academic Council.

Selection of candidates: Separate merit lists are prepared for general category, SC, ST, PC and OBC candidates and
foreign nationals for each course/programme of study. Final selection of candidates is made on the basis of their infer se
merit in their respective categories based on their performance in the written test and viva-voce examination (wherever
prescribed) and the score of deprivation points (wherever applicable).

Registration: The candidates who are selected for admission are required to complete all registration formalities within
the time schedule drawn up by the university.
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University Bodies

I'he University has certain regulatory bodies responsible tor its functioning. These include the University Court. the
Academic Council. the Executive Council and the Finance Committee.

University Court

The University Court is the supreme authority of the University and meets once in a year to consider Annual Report.
Annual Accounts. Audited Reports and Budget of the University. [t has powers to review the acts of the Executive
Council and the Academic Council, save when these authorities have acted in accordance with the powers conlerred
upon them under the Act. the Statutes and the Ordinances of the University.

The last annual meeting of the University Court was held on 20 January. 2009, It received the Annual Report on the
working of the University Tor the period 1 April. 2007 to 31 March, 2008 with a statement ol receipts and expenditure
and statement of assets and labilities as audited for the financial vear 2007-2008 and also the budget estimates for the
financial year 2008-2009. In pursuance of the directive from the MHRD and UGC and the decision of the Finance

Committee of the University. the annual accounts of the University have been prepared on the basis of acerual svstem of

accounting.

The Vice-Chancellor. at the outset, on behalf of the University as well as on behalt of the members of the Court
welcomed the Chancellor. Protessor Yash Pal. The Chance llor extended his warm welcome to the members of Court
and thanked the Vice-Chancellor for his elaborate account of the activities undertaken by the Universily under his
leadership.

Fhe Vice-Chancellor apprised the Court of the following developments in the University during the period under repon
from 01.04.2007 to 31.03.2008:

+  the University Grants Commission has approved a grant of Rs.144.14 crores under recurring and Rs.70.04 crores
under the non-recurring and also sanctioned 280 faculty positions: out of which 95 faculty positions (20 Professors.

40 Associate Professors and 35 Assistant Professors) are meant to be filled in the first year for the implementation of

the OBC reservation as per the Central Educational Institutions (Reservation in Admission Act 2006). Besides the
above grant'faculty positions. the University Grants Commission has also sanctioned a sum of Rs.147.80 crores.
including 53 teaching positions for initiating new academic activities under the Eleventh Five Year Plan.

Academic Council

The Academic Council is the academic authority of the University. The Acad emic Council controls and regulates and is
responsible for maintenance of standards of instruction, education and examination in the University.

During the period of report, Academic Council met thrice i.¢. on 30.04.2008, 05.06.2008 and 24.11.2008. The Council.
besides deliberating upon various academic matters, nominated faculty members/experts on the Boards of Studies of the
various Schools and Special Committees of the Science Schools / Special Centres. The Council also noted the factual
data of admissions for various programmes of Studies in the University for the academic yvear 2008-2009. Some of the
important matters approved by the Council in its aforesaid meetings are as under :

Executive Council

The Executive Council is the executive body of the University and is in-charge of the general management and
administration of the University. During the period under report the Executive Council met thrice on 21.04.2008,
(03.09.2008 and 16.12.2008. The Council deliberated upon various administrative and academic matters and took
important decisions. The Council alse considered and approved the action taken by the Vice-Chancellor on matters of
urgent nature in exercise of the powers conferred upon him in terms of Statutes/Ordinances. The Council approved the
recommendations of various Selection Committees for appointment of faculty members and Officers of the University.
Some of the important decisions as approved by the Council during the period under report are as follows:

+ decided that the Model Guidelines for Re-employment of superannuated teachers after the age of 63 years, as
received from the UGC vide its letter No. F.3-1/94(PS)/Pt. file dated 15.02.2008. be referred to the same Committee
which had formulated the earlier guidelines for re-employment of teachers. The Committee, after examining the
model guidelines vis-a-vis the guidelines followed by the University, may make suitable recommendations which in
turn may be placed before the Executive Council and the decision arrived at may be communicated to the University
Grants Commission. The Council also decided that in future all cases of re-employment will be considered in
accordance with the provisions of guidelines as may be approved by Executive Council of the University.

The Finance Committee is a statutory body of the University. It considers the Budget and Expenditure proposals. all

The Finance Committee approved the Revised Estimates of the University for 2008-2009 at the level of Rs.13316.55
lakhs net on *Maintenance Account’.
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School of Arts and Aesthetics

The School of Arts and Aesthetics (SAA) has emerged as a major national and international centre for the study of the
arts in the fields of Visual Arts. Theatre and Performing Arts and Cinema Studies. The School attracts rescarch students
from all over the world. Many internationally reputed scholars such as Hans Belting, (well known art historian from
Germany), Prof. Deborah Klimburg-Salter. Vienna University : Melissa Chiu, (Director, Asia Society Museum and Vice
President of the Global Art Programmes in New York), Nils Raéller. Academy of Art in Zurich: Jyoti Bhatt and Jyotsna
Bhatt (well known artists from Baroda). Janet Lilly. Olsol from Denmark to name a few, have visited and lectured at the
School. Three students of SAA have been awarded the JRF by the UGC. The students of SAA participated in workshops
and conferences organised at the School as well as outside mainly at Baroda. Shantiniketan, ete. In the future too. the
SAA wishes to invite various visiting faculty under the SPEAR project for delivering lectures and seminars at the
School. in order to facilitate greater interaction with students towards benefiting their research experiences. An inter-
disciplinary International Conference will also be organised the following year on “The Architectures of Erotica:
Political. Social. Ritual™ which will cut across all the three disciplines in our School and will aim at addressing core
formulations and their visual and performative manifestations.

The SAA offers an integrated MA course comprising three streams i.e. Visual Studies, Theatre and Performance Studies
and Cinema Studies and subsequently MPhil/PhD degrees in each stream. The highlights of the year 2008-2009 are as
follows:

+  Each stream has been active in conducting various academic activities.

*  The SAA has conducted seminars, public lectures and academic lectures,

*  The School started the SPEAR project from this academic year. It is a three year project designed to create a model
for supporting education in the arts and resource building for the three streams in the School. During the three vears
of the project. the School will build on its material resource, invite distinguished faculty. hold regular workshops
and conferences. seek institutional collaborations for furthering research, organise public lectures and disburse
competitive student fellowships.

The School of Environmental Sciences (SES), established in 1974, offers M.Sc., and M. Phil./Ph.D programmes in
Environmental Sciences. The School is truly multi-disciplinary in character, and focuses on the physical, chemical,
geological and biological components of the environment. The faculty (11 Professors, 6 Associate Professors and 7
Assistant Professors) has diversified interests and specialisations required for understanding various earth, atmospheric,
and biological processes and their interactions affecting the development of mankind.

The research activities of the School are broadly divided into four areas:

*  Area—I: Focussing on Theoretical Physics, Non-linear Dynamics, Mathematical Physics, Astrophysics, interaction
of electro-magnetic radiations and ultrasound with biological systems, Plasma Physics, noise pollution and encray,
in relation to environment

*  Area — II: Focussing on geological, geophysical and geochemical processes, Glaciology. biogeochemical cyeling.
application of remote sensing/GIS techniques in environmental studies, Hydrology, Earth Resources Management.

* Area — HI; Focussing on environmental pollution, chemical dimensions of climate change and human health,
biofuels and biorefineries. soil chemistry and environmental management.

*  Area— IV; Focussing on organism-environment interactions at all levels. ranging from molecular and cellular level
through individuals and populations, extending to communities and the whole ecosystems, biological and human
dimensions ol global environmental changes.

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School of International Studies

Established in 1955, the School of International Studies (SIS) is the oldest school of the University. During the fifty
four years of its existence, the School has established itself as one of the premier institutions in the country for the
study of international relations and area studies.

The School has made pioneering contributions in promoting the study of international relations as an academic
discipline in India and in advancing knowledge and understanding of international affairs in an inter-disciplinary
perspective. The School is also the first institution in the country to promote “Area Studies™ and to develop expertise
on various countries and regions of the world. It has also acquired an international reputation as a centre of advanced
learning.

For a long time. the academic programme of the School focused exclusively on research and the only degree it awarded
was Ph.D. Soon after the School became a part of the Jawaharlal Nehru University, the M. Phil curriculum was
introduced in 1971-72. In the following academic year 1973-74. the School started offering a 2 year M.A. (Politics:
International Studies) programme. Much later in 1995-96, a new and unique M.A. programme in Economics (with
specialisation in World Economy) was introduced by the Economics Division of the Centre for Studies in Diplomacy.
International Law & Economics (CSDILE). A massive reorganization study was conducted by the School during the
year. The Board’s recommendations we re conveyed to the University. Th e main recommendations which were
accepted were splitting CSDILE into a Centre for International Trade and Development (CITD) and a Centre for
International Legal Studies with the Diplomacy Component being merged with the Centre for International Politics
(CIPOD). A new European Centre was also established with the current divisions of Western Europe and Eastern

Europe being amalgamated. The new Centres started their careers with a number of important events. The Centre for
European Studies organised lectures by the former Prime Minister of Italy and the current Prime Minister of
Netherlands. The latter gifted to the Centre a sum of 50,000 Euros to help in its activities. The Centre for International
Trade & Development organised international seminars on achieving the Millennium Development Goals (along with
the London School of Economics) and Governance along with the School of Social Sciences. The Centre for

International Legal Studies also organised National Seminars on “Rights of Tribal’s™ and “Human Rights in the Global
Economy™.

A large number of our M. Phil/Ph. D students qualify in the written test for UGC fellowships. Moreover, almost every
state government has instituted a fellowship (in some cases more than one) to be awarded to students meeting the
criteria of domicile status in the state concerned. Besides, all registered M.Phil. / Ph.D. students from 2007 were
provided with stipends, In addition, SIS students also receive several prestigious scholarships/fellowships offered by
several foreign universities and governments. As for the output of the School. it may be noted that, as on 3 1st March.
2009, 1114 scholars have been awarded Ph.D. and 2886 M. Phil degrees.

In recent years, several Chairs have been instituted in the School. These are Appadorai Chair, Nelson Mandela Chair,
State Bank of India Chair and Rajiv Gandhi Chair, Chair in Environmental Law and Space Law. Members of the
faculty of the School have contributed to the advancement and dissemination of knowledge on international studies,
not only through their teaching and research supervision but also by publishing books and journal articles of

international repute.

The School also holds a series of extension lectures every year on a theme relating to contemporary international
relations. Pursuant to a decision of the Academic Council in February 1989, these lectures are now known as “PL
Hriday Nath Kunzru Memorial (Extension) Lectures on International Relations™. Under an endowment funded by Asia
Publishing House. Bombay, it holds lectures in memory of the great poet and patriot. Sarojini Naidu and invites a
distinguished scholar or statesman to deliver the memorial lecture.

The School publishes a quarterly journal, /nternational Studies. Founded in July 1959, this journal has acquired an
international standing as the leading Indian academic journal in the field. It publishes original research articles on
issues and problems, including problems of theory of contemporary relevance in the broad field of international
relations and area studies. Being a refereed journal, it attracts contributions not only from members of the School
faculty and other Indian universities/research institutions but also from scholars all over the world.

This
programme, apart from core courses which are both discipline and area based. offers many optional courses. This is one
of the most popular and largest post graduate programmes of the University with a present intake capacity ol 69.

M.A. Economics (with specialisation on World Economy)

This programme is run by the CITD. A detailed description of this programme of study is given under the profile of
CITD.

Centre for European Studies

The Centre for European Studies is a multi-disciplinary department which aims to promote teaching. research. and
outreach activities to improve the understanding of Europe and Indo-European affairs.

This is one of the newest Centres in the School of International Studies created in 2003 as a result of the merger of the
old West Furopean as well as East European Studies programmes. [t draws on the expertise of six very experienced
faculties.

The Centre has courses both on Europe and on the European Union. At M.Phil level courses on European economic
inteuration. Furopean security. EU in world politics. identity issues in Europe and politics and society in Central and
Fastern BEurope. and Furopean society are being offered to the students. Recognizing the need for language proficicncy
in area studies. the Centre is offering a compulsory course in German. A second language course in French is due o be
introduced in near future. Research methodology is a compulsory course for all students.

I'he faculty of the Centre also participates in the MLA. programme of the School of International Studies where they
olfer courses on German foreign policy European Union. and political system in East European countries. The Centre
plans to offer new MUAL courses in the coming years.
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Rembrandt Room and Erasmus Collection

On 20 January 2006. the Prime Minister of The Netherlands, H.E. Dr. Mr. Jan Peter Balkenende visited JNU as part of
his state visit to India and delivered a lecture on The European Union and India: Unitv in Diversity. On this occasion he
also announced a gift of € 50,000 to the Centre for European Studies to set up a library called the Erasmus Collection
and state of the art lecture cum seminar room called the Rembrandt Room. Both were inaugurated on 2 December 2008
by the Vice Chancellor Prof. B. B. Bhattacharya and the Ambassador of the Netherlands Mr. Bob Hiensch. With over
500 books on the shelves. the students and faculty of the Centre have access to the Erasmus collection which focuses on
Contemporary Europe and issues of international politics, thereby enhancing both the teaching and research quality. The
Netherlands Prime Minister’s Grant was coordinated by Professor. Ummu Salma Bava.

Area Studies

In March 2009. the UGC approved the Europe Area Studies Programme at the Centre. This recognition to the Centre
will further enhance its profile and contribute in a major way to build its capacity. It is proposed to undertake further
research and seminar activities, acquire the latest books and support research publication from the Centre.

In the next few years. the Centre plans to develop projects in partnership with universities and research institutions
working on Europe from around the world. Academic conferences and worksh ops on matters related to Europe and
Indo-European affairs are a regular feature. The Centre has been organizing public lectures on Europe, featuring
distinguished speakers from both India and Europe including Prime Ministers and Ministers from the Netherlands, Italy
and Hungary. etc. The Europe Forum within the Centre provides a regular platform for debate and discussion on
Europe.

Centre for International Trade and Development

In the initial years of its inception, the Centre for International Trade and Development (CITD) was popularly known as
International Trade and Development division and was geared towards research with a very successful M Phil/PhD
program in International Trade and Development. In 1995, a full fledged MA program in Economics (with specialization
in world economy) was introduced in the Centre. Subsequently, in 2005 CITD bifurcated from the erstwhile CSDILE to
become an independent Centre. The Centre has created a niche for itself in teaching and research in international
cconomics and economic development. Over the years, the Centre has also broadened its scope to include many more
ficlds in economics,
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Presently the Centre offers three academic programs in Economics; a Masters Program. an M Phil Program and a PhD
program. The M. A, and the M Phil programs have well structured course work. The Centre also contributes to the
teaching of MA (International Relations),

The Centre has a well equipped computer lab with 13 desk tops, a high-end server with LAN connectivity. 2 network
printers with a scanner and access to authorized versions of software packages like E Views. SPSS. GAMS and STATA
10,

The Centre has an endowment from the Ford Foundation. It has enabled the Centre to award scholarships to students.
have its own well stocked library and also appoint a Ford Fellow to participate in teaching and research activities. The
Centre takes pride in its past Ford Fellows, many of whom are distinguished cconomists and professors in many
esteemed departments of economics,

Presently the Centre has 33 MA. seven M Phil and 12 PhD students. Our MA program has proved to be a highly
successiul and popular program. Our students have established themselves as successtul economists in the academic and
the corporate worlds, In the academie year 2008, out of the 15 MA swdents who passed out from CITD. 3 of them
joined Ph.D. programmes, and 10 have got placements in reputed organizations. Thus, we can take pride in having more
than 80% placement of our former MA students immediately after passing out from CITD. Out of the current batch of
16 final year MA students. 7 of them have already got job offers from reputed organizations. Our research students are
also well established in the academic world, in India and abroad. During April 2008 — April 2009. [l Students
completed their M. Phil course and two completed their PhD programme.

The Centre has nine faculty members who are engaged in teaching a variety of courses and are also actively engaged in
rescarch. The areas of research interest span almost every field of economics including International Trade. Foreign
Investment. Competition Policy. Applied Econometrics. Finance. International Finance. Monetary Economics.
Economics of Development, Technology and R&D. Intellectual Property Rights. Pharmaceutical and Health Care.
Education. Environmental Economies. Resource Economics. Political Economy. Sustainable Development, WTO
Environmental Negotiations. Industrial Organization. Game Theory. ete.

The vear under review has been a year of further strengthening of the Centre, as it has been successful in consolidating
its academic activities in all spheres.

Dr Abhijit Sengupta and Dr Mandira Sarma joined the Centre on January 1, 2009, and April 1. 2009, respectively, as full
time faculty members. The Centre is privileged to have Professor BB Bhattacharya. Professor Shubhashis
Gangopadhyay as adjunct professors, and Professor K L Krishna as visiting professor. The Centre has plans of inviting
Professor Pulapre Balakrishnan as a visiting professor for a period of six months. Mr. Saptarshi Mukherji joined the
Centre as a Ford Fellow,

CITD jointly with India Development Foundation organised a National Workshop on an important and topical issue
“Financial Crisis and Recession™ on March 17, 2009, The Workshop had eminent economists as speakers and there was
an overwhelming interest and participation in the workshop. The workshop was organised by Dr. Sangeeta Bansal.

Centre for East Asian Studies

Established in the 1960s. as a Centre for Chinese and Japanese Studies, the Centre for East Asian Studies grew to
include Korean Studies as well. The Centre imparts courses on historical, political, socio-cultural, economic and foreign
policy dimensions of China, Japan and the Koreas at the M.Phil. Level, while Ph.D. researchers specialize in an area of
their interest related to the East Asian region. The faculty of the Centre also offers courses at the M.A. level of the
School. Faculty members of the Centre supervised more than 64 Ph.D. thesis (about 39 in Chinese Studies. 23 in
Japanese studies and 2 in Korean Studies). and about 233 (Chinese 115, Japanese 87, Korean 31) M.Phil, dissertations.
A total of 62 students registered at the M.Phil./Ph.D. levels. The Centre organizes regular seminars, workshops and
meetings. conducts presentations by researchers and invites scholars from abroad to enhance professional understanding
of the region. The faculty members of the Centre have published extensively and several of them also serve as
consultants. advisors, or honorary fellows at prestigious institutions in India and abroad. Several students of the Centre
have been recipients of prestigious research fellowships awarded by the Japan Foundation. Mombusho (Ministry of
Education, Government of Japan), Saburo Okita Memorial Fellowships, Nippon Foundation. Korea Foundation, Nehru
Memorial Fellowship and Fellowships from the Chinese and Taiwanese Governments. Besides, students from Japan
receive fellowships from the Indian Council of Cultural Relations. As the profile of the East Asian states and economies
are rising, the Centre is in the process of reinventing itself to gear for the new trends in teaching. research and academic

Centre for International Politics, Organization and Disarmament

The Centre for International Politics, Organization and Disarmament (CIPOD) comprises of four distinct yet interlinked
divisions:

International Politics
International Organization
Diplomacy and Disarmament
Political Geography



The origins of the Centre can be traced to the Indian School of International Studies (I1SIS). founded in 1955, The core
of the Centre came into existence as a part of two separate departments of 1SIS. devoted to the study of International
Relations and the Commonwealth. When ISIS merged with the newly established INU in 1970, the Centre for
International Politics and Organization was created out of the existing International Relations and Commonwealth
departments. The Centre encompassed at that time three distinct, but intimately interlinked. facets of International
Relations: international politics. international organization and disarmament. Each of these facets was conceived as a
Division with a distinct academic programme, focusing on related research and teaching areas and comprising specialist
faculty. However. underlying the Division-wise structuring was recognition of the inter-disciplinary approach (o
knowledge in the broader field of International Relations. It is noteworthy that of the three original Divisions ol the
Centre. the two on International Organization and Disarmament were extremely innovative and remain rare in the
university system of today. Soon afterwards, a separate division on Political Geography was also created in the Centre.
In the latest restructuring of the School of International Studies in 2005, a new division — Diplomatic Studies division
(which was earlier part of another Centre) — was merged with CIPOD. The Diplomatic Studies division. since its
meeption in 1970, has been involved in the teaching and research in historical and contemporary issues in diplomacy
Lately, in the year 2007, the Diplomatic Studies and Disarmament Studies were merged into one Division, to be known
as Diplomacy and Disarmament Studies Division (DAD),

In the reporting year. the Centre had 119 M.Phil. and Ph.D. students: 35 in International Politics (INP). 28 in
[nternational Organization (ORG), 32 in Diplomacy and Disarmament Studies (DAD). and 24 in Political Geography
(POG). During the vear, the Centre admitted two students directly into the Ph.D. programme und 31 into the Centre’s

Centre for Russian and Central Asian Studies
The Centre for Russian and Central Asian Studies is one of the premier centers for inter-disciplinary research and studies
on Russia. Central Asia and other Republics of the former Soviet Union in INU. It started functioning as an independent

academic Centre in the late 1960s. Earlier it was a part of International Politics and Commonwealth Swudies Programme
in the Indian School of International Studies (ISIS). 1t was in the carly 1970s that the Indian School of International
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Studies was merged with the newly established JNU and named as the School of International Studies (SIS). Since then.
the Centre has functioned as an independent and regular academic unit within the School of International Studies.

The primary aim of the Centre is to foster an fhterdisciplinary insight on issues pertaining to this region by bringing
together individual scholars, trained in diverse social science disciplines. The Centre has an excellent community of
scholars who specialize in disciplines ranging from Political Science. International Relations, History. Economics and
Sociology to Russian Language and Literature. It has recently done a major restructuring of its courses apart from the
introduction of four new courses at the M.Phil level and one at the Masters level. Siberia and Russian Far East
Transcaucasia/Caspian, Security and Conflict Issues. Energy Security, Gender Issues, Human Security [ssues and
Environmental Issues are some of the new areas and themes, which are identified to be focused on in the near future. The
broad objectives of the Centre are:

+  To continue as a Centre of Excellence, doing research and teaching on issues of Russia, Central Asia and other
former Soviet Republics. Tt seeks to create a necessary infrastructure for a systematic study of the Economy.
Political System, Society, Culture, Language and the Foreign Policy of Post-Soviet States. It promotes academic
programmes, teaching and research along with the collection of adequate primary and secondary rescarch material
under study in the form of books, microfilms. journals, newspapers and reference documents. A particular emphasis
on the creation of an authentic and comprehensive database on the region is also being undertaken.

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School of Information Technology

The School of Information Technology (SIT) was established in the University in the year 2001 and presently consists of
three centres. namely,

«  Centre for Computational Biology and Bieinformatics (CCBB),
+  High Performance Computing Centre (HPCC),
«  Communication and Information Services (CIS).

The focus of the School is on the use of information technology on education and research. The emphasis of the School
is on the study of how the increased availability of information in all spheres of enquiry. be it biological, physical,
geological. economics, etc. can be most effectively utilized in an academic context.

Keeping with the research trends and advancements, the School started a two year M. Tech. programme in 2006, The
Ph.D. programme of the School started in 2001 with the admission of students to direct Ph.D. programme in
Bioinformatics. In monsoon 2009 SIT started a new Pre-Ph.D. programme as part of our expansion plan and in the
direction of raising the human resource in this critical field. The major research focus of this Center is on computational
approaches to genome sequence analysis, evolutionary Biology. systems Biology. large scale data mining. network
analysis and molecular modeling in drug designing. Students of SIT are also encouraged to take the optional course
“Intellectual Property Rights: A Foundation Course” offered by the Centre for Science Policy (SSS) as part of the
initiative of the School to expose students to relevant courses in humanities.

A major characteristic of SIT is its emphasis on inter-disciplinary research. In this regard. the School’s proposal for
developing a Center for Complex Systems Study has been approved by the UGC in its XIth plan during 2008-09,

During 2008-09 five students completed their Ph.D in “Computational Biology and Bioinformatics™ and five students
received their M. Tech degree in “Computational and Systems Biology™.

The University has also approved and initiated a new building proposal for SIT during 2008-09.

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School of Language, Lierature and Culture Studies

Established in 1969. and thus one of the founding blocks of the University. the School of Language, Literature and
Culture Studies (SLLCS) is one of the premier institutions in the country in the field of foreign languages studies and
pursuing higher studies and research in linguistics, literatures in various languages, and culture studies.

SLLCS has twelve constituent units. There are eleven centres:

*  Centre of Arabic and African Studies (CAAS)

*  Centre for Chinese and South-East Asian Studies (CCSEAS)

«  Centre for English Studies (CES)

+  Centre for French and Francophone Studies (CFFS)

«  Centre of German Studies (CGS)

+  Centre of Indian Languages (CIL)

«  Centre for Japanese, Korean and North East Asian Studies (CIKNEAS)
«  Centre for Linguistics (CL)

«  Centre of Persian and Central Asian Studies (CPCAS)

«  Centre of Russian Studies (CRS)

«  Centre of Spanish, Portuguese, Italian and Latin American Studies (CSPILAS)

Besides. there is a Language Labs and Multimedia Complex (LLC).

The different units of the School oftfer a variety of programmes in diverse subjects. There are Certificate. Diploma, and
Advanced Diploma of Proficiency programmes in foreign languages like Bhasa Indonesia, lalian, Mongolian,
Portuguese and Pushtu, and also in Urdu language and Mass Media in Urdu. The School offers BA (Hons.) MA and
MPhil/PhD programmes in foreign languages like Arabic, Chinese, French, German, Japanese, Korean, Persian, Russian
and Spanish. The School also offers MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in English, Hindi and Urdu literature, and in
Linguistics. Apart from these, SLLCS also offers MPhil in Portuguese, MPhil/PhD in Hindi Translation, and PhD in
Tamil.

Over and above these existing programmes, the School also offers optional courses in Greek, Hebrew and Turkish
languages. and has a currently vacant Professorial post in Bengali and sanctioned postions in Assamese and Marathi. The
School also intends to soon induct faculty members in other major Indian languages. Besides these formal programmes.
a variety of Tool/Optional courses are offered within the School which promote inter-disciplinarity. The School also
offers the highly successful Remedial Course in English to all students of the University who need to increase their
competence in the language for academic purposes.

Besides teaching and research activities, the School also publishes its own journal. Journal of the School of Languages
(.JSL). which started publication in the seventies and has over the years published significant research on literatures.
languages. culture studies, comparative studies. and translation that cut across language boundaries. Besides, some
constituent units of the School have their own publications. like the CRS has its journal Critic, and the CSPILAS has its
Journal Hispanic Horizans.

SLL&CS produces the very best scholars in the fields of language teaching, linguistics. literature and culture studies. as
well as internationally acclaimed translators and interpreters. As the following pages demonstrate, like previous years,
this year too. members of the School, while providing directions and visions to their respective Centres and the School in
general, have also distinguished themselves by the quality and range of their individual research. publications and other
achievements.

Thrust Areas and Future Plans

What follows is a description of the activities of the different constituent units of SLL&CS in terms of their areas of
current activities in 2008-2009 and proposed future plans:
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Centre of Arabic and African Studies

Fhe CAAS offers BA (Hons.). MA and M. Phil’/Ph.d. programmes in Arabic. It also offers four tool courses on History
and Culture of the Arab World in English. two optional courses on Modern Hebrew, and starting from 2008-2009. two
new courses on elementary Arabic language for students of other centres of the University.

The Centre plans to develop three thrust areas: Classical Arabic Language and Literature, Indo-Arab Relations in the
Field of Contemporary Literary Exchange. and Indo-African Studies: Cultural and Literary Aspects. The Centre also
plans to introduce a 45 working day long “Capsule Course in Speaking Arabic” under the selt financing scheme. and
certificate and diploma progammes in proficiency in Arabic. Furthermore, it is also in the process of introducing a new
programme in Hebrew language teaching at the degree level. The Centre also has plans to introduce Certificate and
Diploma programmes in Swahili language, and has proposed the same as part of its XIth Plan projections.

Centre for Chinese and South-East Asian Studies

The CCSEAS ofters BA (Hons.). MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Chinese. and Certificate of Proficiency and
Diploma of Proficiency in Bahasa Indonesia.

In terms ol its future plans, it should be noted that an agreement has been signed between INU and the National Office
for Teaching Chinese as Foreign Language, People’s Republic of China, to set up a Confucius Institute within the Centre
with the objective of strengthening Chinese Language Teaching in India and to increase awareness about China and
Chinese Culture.

Centre for English Studies

The CES. formed through the reent bifurcation of the erstwhile Centre of Linguistics and English, offers MA and
MPhil/PhD programmes in English. The programmes are interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary in nature, i which
theoretical and comparative research is undertaken in a wide range of areas emanating from linguistic, literary and
cultural studies, with literature written in English as its point of departure. The Centre also offers Optional and Tool
courses in English language and literature for undergraduate students of the School and Remedial English courses for all
students of the University. The thrust areas of the Centre include British Literature, Literatures in Other Englishes
(Indian, African. Australian, Canadian, and American literatures in English). contemporary literary and cultural theory,

folklore and popular culture studies. classical Indian poetics and grammatical tradition, and the theory and practice of

translation.

I'he Centre also had a Special Assistance Programme (SAP) on Indic Approaches to English Literature. which was
successfully completed during the reporting period.

Centre for French and Francophone Studies

The CFES offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in French. It also pursues multidisciplinary research on
the cultural, socio-economic and political reality of some 46 Francophone (French speaking) countries.,

The Centre wishes to build. as its future thrust area. interdisciplinary and co-operative research in Francophone Studies
hetween itself and other Centres and Schools of INU as well as with other universities and institutions both in India and
abroad. The Centre will continue to work towards strengthening its on-going academic programmes in Francophone
Studies and the Translation and Interpretation programme.

Centre of German Studies

The CGS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in German. The focus of the Centre is on German Studies
as an integrative part of Culture Studies. This includes comparative and contrastive studies between German speaking
countries and India. in the areas of Culture, Translation, Methodology of teaching German as a foreign language.
Applied Linguistics, as also in new fields of inquiry emerging out of changes in socio-cultural activities such as mediu
studies. film studies, oral culture studies and aspects of Indo-European studies, ete. The Centre has been in contact with
and received generous assistance from governments and institutions of Germany, Austria and Switzerland,
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The main feature of this year’s academic activities in the Centre has been the partnership programme with the
Department of German and Dutch Philology at the Free University, Berlin, under whose aegis the Centre organised
several academic activities.

Centre of Indian Languages

The CIL offers MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Hindi literature, MPhil/PhD in Hindi Translation, Certificate of
Proficiency, MA and MPhil/PhD in Urdu, PhD in Tamil, and Advanced Diploma in Mass Media in Urdu. The Centre
also offers Optional and Tool courses in Hindi and Urdu for students of other centres of the University. and short-term
courses for foreign students desirous of knowing these languages.

The Centre of Indian Languages was established in 1974 with a view to undertake socially relevant and intellectually
provoking research and higher studies in various Indian Languages. An implicit benefit of having such a Centre was to
promote the interdisciplinary approach and comparative perspective in the study of Indian languages and literature in
accordance with general orientation of JNU and SLL&CS. The acute limitation however had been the fact that the CIL
had been forced to confine itself only to Hindi and Urdu for a long time, thus virtually reducing itself to a centre of North
Indian languages. However, the situation has now taken a better form with the institution of the Tamil programme and
sanction of Bangla, Assamese and Marathi positions in the Centre. The AGC signed by the Centre with the Institute of
Indology and Tamil Studies, University of Cologne, Germany will also be a firm step in this direction,

Centre for Japanese, Korean and North East Asian Studies

The CIKNEAS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Japanese, BA (Hons.) and MA in Korean, and
Certificate of Proficiency in Mongolian.

The Centre has academic and cultural exchange programmes with various educational institutions and Universities in
Japan including Otani University, Reitsumekan University with which INU has signed MoUs. The Centre has been
recularly receiving fellowships for faculty and students. The Centre collaborates with Japan Foundation, Japanese
Language Teachers Association of India (JALTAI), Mombusho Scholars Association of India (MOSAI). etc, in
organizing seminars, conferences and workshops related to Japanese studies. Similar activities are gradually being
initiated in respect with the Korean, and in the future, the Centre hopes to develop its Korean programme further, and
student and faculty exchange programmes are already under way with various universities in Korea.

Centre for Linguistics

The CL. which came into being as an independent Centre as a consequence of the bifurcation of the Centre for
Linguistics and English, offers MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Linguistics. The Centre also offers Optional courses
in Linguistics for undergraduate students of the School.

The Centre for Linguistics is one of the leading centres for linguistics and language studies in India. The Centre focuses
on core areas such as phonetics, phonology, morphology and syntax, as well as on areas in 1merdzsuphnary language
studies such as psycholinguistics and sociolinguistics. The Centre is also known for having had expertise in Semiotics
and in Indian grammatical tradition for the past several years. Some of the other areas of research by the faculty include
language typology and sign language, with bio-linguistics being an emerging area of common interest among the faculty.
The Centre, in tune with its expansion plans, has also proposed the establishment of a separate School of Language
Sciences, which is under discussion at different levels of the University.

Centre of Persian and Central Asian Studies

The CPCAS offers BA (Hons.). MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Persian, Certificate of Proficiency, Diploma of
Proficiency and Advanced Diploma of Proficiency in Pushtu, and optional courses in Turkish. The thrust areas of the
Centre include modern and medieval Persian literature, translation from and into Persian and English, Indo-Iran
relations, and Area Studies involving Iran, Afghanistan, Tajikistan and UzbeKistan

The future plans of the Centre include upgradation of its Pushtu programmes to the degree level, and introduction of
programmes in Turkish and Uzbek languages.
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Centre of Russian Studies

The CRS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Russian, It was founded in 1965 as an independent
Institute of Russian Studies, and became a founding constituent of JINU in 1969, The thrust areas of the Centre include
Russian philology, Russian literature, and Comparative Studies. The Centre also publishes its own journal, Critic. As
throughout its long history, this year too the Centre has been actively engaged in strengthening its existing programmes
of studies.

During the reporting period, an Agreement of Cooperation was signed between the Centre and the Kyreyz-Russian
Slavic University, Bishkek, the Kyrayz Republic, on March 24, 2009, in the presence of a high powered delegation from
Bishkek.

Centre of Spanish, Portuguese, Italian and Latin American Studies

The CSPILAS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Spanish, Certificate of Proficiency. Diploma of
Proficiency, Advanced Diploma of Proficiency, and MPhil in Portuguese, and Certificate of Proficiency and Diploma of
Proticiency in ltalian. The Centre also runs the facility called Auwla Cervantes, which has made available state-ol-the-art
equipment and resources for studying Spanish language and culture. The Centre introduced, for the first time this year. a
Dissertation at the MA level.

As part of its future plans, the Centre is keen to pursue its earlier proposal to establish a special programme in Latin
American Studies under the SAP scheme of the UGC. In the reporting period, the Centre was carmarked as a
collaborating institution in a special programme in Multiculturalism at the MPhil level under the Erasmus Mundus
Programme along with four important academic institutions from USA and Europe.

Language Labs and Multimedia Complex

The Language Labs and Multimedia Complex (LLC), housed in an acoustically treated and centrally air-conditioned
building adjacent to the School of Physical Sciences and in a new building that has come up adjacent to the SLLCS, is
one of the best developed complexes of its kind in Asia, It houses one Multimedia Language Lab, three audio active
Language Labs, a Phonetic Lab. four Audio Visual Rooms, an Internet Room for students, and an Auditorium with film
projection facilities. The LLC also has a Studio with recording, editing and duplication facilities for audio and video. All
the units of the LLC are extensively used for teaching and research work from 9 am to 4 pm on all working days. In the
reporting period. the LLC shifted the four Audio-Visual Rooms to the new building. and procured one more Multimedia
Language Lab, which will become functional once the LLC shifts more of its units to the new building. The LLC also has
immediate projected plans of procuring a multi-channel simultaneous interpretation enabled conference system.

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School of Physical Sciences

The School of Physical Sciences (SPS) is one of the leading departments of India in terms of research and teaching in
physical sciences. The School has made significant contributions to novel inter-disciplinary areas interfacing Physics,
Chemistry and Mathematics, in addition to the more traditional areas of Physics. The primary research strengths of the
School have been in the areas of theoretical and experimental condensed matter physics, statistical mechanics of
complex systems, non-linear dynamics and quantum optics. In recent years, these and related areas have seen explosive
growth on many frontiers, notably nano-materials and nano-technology, biomaterials, and quantum information. SPS
faculty has kept pace with these new developments and is very active in the above areas. In addition. we have recently
taken the initiative to nucleate programmes in Chemistry and Mathematics.

The current research emphasis is on topics of Chemical Physics, Inorganic. Organic and Physical Chemistry,
Computational Physics, Condensed Matter Physics, Disordered Systems, Granular Materials, Mathematical Physics,
Non-equilibrium Statistical Mechanics, Non-linear Dynamics, Probability Measure, Quantum Chaos, Quantum Optics.
Statistical Nuclear Physics, and String Theory. Experimental areas include Complex Fluids, Supra-molecular Chemistry,
Materials Science, Superconductivity, Magnetism, Non-linear Optics, Semiconductors, Polymers and Nanoparticle
Physics, and Ultrafast Photophysical Processes in Bio and Nano-materials. SPS now offers a Ph.D. (Physical
Sciences/Chemical Sciences/Mathematical Sciences) and an M.Sc. (Physics) degree programme.

It admits more than 550 students
every year under M.A., M.Phil./Ph.D. and direct Ph.D. programmes of its various Centres. It has no undergraduate
programme of its own. even though it offers a few under-graduate courses for students of other School. The total
strength of its faculty was about 160 at the end of the year 2008-2009.

Faculty members of the School of Social Sciences have brought out a large number of books and articles in journals
based on their research work. Besides, they have contributed over 300 research articles in various national and
international journals including chapters in books. A number of research students of the School have also contributed to
various professional research journals. Several doctoral theses have been published by renowned publishers.

Most teaching and research programmes in the School have innovative elements. While ensuring rigorous discipline-
oriented training in each Centre. interest is generated in multi-disciplinary study and research, by encouraging students o
do courses in other Centres depending upon their aptitude as well as the relevance of the courses to their main disciplines
and areas of research. Students have regularly taken advantage of this opportunity, especially at the M.Phil. level. This
has greatly enriched their research activites.

Centre for Economic Studies and Planning

The Centre for Economic Studies and Planning has been in existence for the last 36 years. It has carried on an
innovative programme of teaching and research and has contributed to society in a wide variety of ways. The Centre
makes an attempt to judiciously combine theory with applied work and to provide an understanding of the Indian
economy in particular. The programmes of study, the courses and the research work of the faculty of the Centre reflect a
broad coverage of the various areas of specialization in Economics.

The DSA Programme awarded by the UGC has come to an end on 31" March 2009. The UGC has also awarded the
ASIHSS Programme to the Centre for 5 years w.e.f.

Centre for Economic Studies and Planning (Special Assistance Programme (DSA))

The UGC’'s Special Assistance Programme was first instituted at the CESP in 1988, after a Committee under the
Chairpersonship of Professor Sukhamoy Chakravarty visited the Centre on the 28" of October of that year. The thrust areas
chosen were: (1) Planning and Industrialization, and (2) Trade and Industrialization. in particular on areas arising from the
experience of the late industrializing countries. Professor Krishna Bharadwaj was the first Co-ordinator, and the first
installment of the “on account” grant was received on the 22" of February. 1990. Professar Prabhat Patnaik took over as the
Co-ordinator after the untimely demise of Professor Krishna Bharadwaj in 1992.

The second phase of the UGC programme began on September 5, 1995, and continued till September 4, 2000, Professor
Deepak Nayyar became Co-ordinator on September 30, 1997, and. upon his moving to Delhi University as Vice-Chancellor,
Professor Abhijit Sen became Co-ordinator on March 9, 2001.

There was a long gap before the UGC team could visit the Centre for the third phase. It finally happened on August 30, 2004,
Based on its recommendation, the Centre was given assistance for a third phase under “DSA (Phase 1) for a period of five
vears. from 1.4.2004 to 31.3.2009. A total assistance of Rs.33 lakhs (Rs.9 lakhs non-recurring and Rs.24 lakhs recurring) has
been sanctioned in addition to 2 Project Fellows. The Thrust Areas have been somewhat enlarged and now cover: (1)
Planning and Industrialization, (2) Trade and Development, (3) Consequence of Stabilization for Indian Agriculture. Prof.
Prabhat Pamaik was the coordinator of the programme during the first part of the third phase and Professor €. P
Chandrasekhar took over as coordinator in July 2007. The third phase ended on 31" March 2009.

Research activities continued to be strong and there were many publications of books and articles by CESP faculty and
research students.

The Centre has a server that provides facilities for hosting of databases, file sharing, user authentication, intra-net webserver,
and a document server (based on CDS-INVENIO). Computers purchased through DSA programme are used by students in a
networked environment that provides them access to internet. a host of application software. and safe keeping of liles with
rezular backups. Running the server and desktop computers on linux operating system has helped us cut software
procurement and maintenance costs considerably. All the computers in CESP are serviced by 3 KVA UPS systems which
provide a backup of up to one hour. We have also used funds from DSA programme to buy several peripherals like printers,
reprographic machine and LCD projectors. These are all integrated with the network and are accessible to everybody.

The grants for Recurring expenditure under the SAP programme also enabled the Centre to meet expenses under the
tollowing heads: Contingency, maintenance of the equipments, purchase of books, purchase of electronic databases. holding
of Advisory Committee meeting, secretarial/technical/ industrial assistance and maintenance of the records of the programme
and organising of Seminars on Thrust Areas.

Centre for Philosophy

Centre for Philosophy during this academic year 2008-09 organised several seminars and lectures. This is in addition to
the routine academic teaching programme of the Centre. Several faculties also joined the Centre as Visiting Faculty.

Right now, the Centre is engaged in its M.Phil. Programme. Its faculties also offer courses in philosophy for the under-
graduate students, primarily for the students of the SLL&CS. It proposes to start M.A. programme with the proposed
induction of few more faculties in the coming academic sessions.

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Centre for the Study of Regional Development

The Centre for the Study of Regional Development started almost four decades ago in 1971 with a mandate to focus on
interdisciplinary programme of studies for teaching and research in an overall framework of regional development in
India. Over the vears. an interdisciplinary team of scholars are engaged in realizing this dream.

[t was in March 2004 (w.e.f. April 2003) that the DSA, UGC Phase 11 programme of the Centre was upgraded as the
Centre for Advanced Studies (CAS). the first and the only department in Geography in India to get this status. CAS has

ehabled us to enhance our teaching and research activities in continuing as well as new areas including building up of

infrastructural facilities.

The Centre offers M. A. (Geography) and M. Phil/Ph. D Programmes in three major fields. Economics. Geography and
Population Studies. In keeping with the interdisciplinary tenor and focus of the Centre these programmes interface socio-
cconomic. human, institutional, technological, infrastructural and environmental factors with issues of regional
development in @ multivarious and pluralistic manner. In doing so. research and teaching in the Centre over the vears
have evolved appropriate paradigms and tools of analyses including remote sensing and GIS.

The M. A. Geography curricular in the Centre is unique in terms of a judicious mix of courses that combine the classical
with the modern and the theoretical with the practical in response to emerging disciplinary challenges. particularly in the
Indian context. In keeping with the classical traditions in geography in which fieldwork occupics a prime place. the M.
A. students are exposed to two compulsory courses that are exclusively based on field surveys. Apart from getling
trained in specific methodologies and gaining first hand field observations — often in rural settings, prolonged group
living helps students develop interpersonal skills and harmonious relations. Restructuring of M.Phil and M.A.
Programmes is an ongoing process.

The faculty has published 5 books. contributed 32 chapters in books and 27 research articles in refereed journals. The
faculty has completed 04 projects sponsored by various agencies in the review period.

Infrastructural Facilities

The Centre is equipped with a conventional Cartographic Laboratory. Computer-aided Data Processing Laboratory,
Remote Sensing and GIS Laboratory; Photogrammetry and Digital Mapping Unit. Geomorphology Laboratory: and a
Departmental Library. The Centre has Internet facility available to faculty and students to aid and to facilitate teaching
and research.

During the year under the review, the Centre has added audio-visual equipments for teaching. Remote Sensing and GIS
Laboratory, the Moonis Raza Memorial Committee Room have been equipped with roof mounted LCDs and
computerised screens.

Background Note

The Centre offers programmes of postgraduate teaching and research leading to the award of degrees of Master of Arts
(MA) in Geography. Master of Philosophy (M.Phil) and Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D) in Geography, Economics and
Population Studies. The Centre also offers teaching at the undereraduate level for students enrolled in Five Year
Master's Programme in languages from the School of Language. Literature and Culture Studies.

ML.Phil/Ph.D Programme

M.Phil’/Ph.D. is a continuous programme and students are admitted to the Ph.D programme after they clear M. Phil. in
accordance with the provisions of university ordinances. Direct admission to Ph.D programme is also possible provided
a student has M. Phil degree or equivalent research experience/publications. Students admitted to direct Ph.D are advised
to credit or audit courses relevant to their reseach topics,

The M.Phil teaching and research programme can be grouped as follows:

*  Economics Stream
+ Geography Stream

In each stream. a number of courses are offered by the faculty and they are open to students across various streams. In
tune with the Centre’s overall approach of taking into account economic, geographical. demographic and other
dimensions in dealing with issues of regional development, the courses are interdisciplinary in content. Accordingly, a
number of the faculty members are associated in teaching and research activities in more than one stream.

Remedial Courses in CSRD

The Centre for the Study of Regional Development offers remedial courses to bring those who find themselves
inadequately equipped to deal with course work at par with others.

Field Work during 2008

Students of M.A. (Geography) are required to do a compulsory course based on fieldwork in the mountainous region of
India. The course involves a field survey for about 25 days. The purpose of the survey is to train them in different
methods of fieldwork in Geography, and to acquaint them with the mode of living in difficult mountainous environment.
In addition, students can validate their observations made earlier regarding geo-environmental/socio-economic setting of
the area and their gaps in theoretical models and landscape reality. Sikkim region offers a unique repository to look at
global warming and cold desertification & related disasters. In the year 2008, a group of 41 students completed ‘Field
Survey Methods-Physical’ (RD 415) in Sikkim region of Himalayas. Dr. S. Srikesh and Dr, M. C. Sharma accompanied
the students to fieldwork.

Another field survey under course no. RD 413 methods of fieldwork in geography (socio-economic) was organised
during winter semester to Jodhpur and Jaisalmer districts of Rajasthan. In all, 39 students went for the survey. The focus
of this survey was to make students aware of the socio-economic aspects at the village level. Dr. B. Zutshi and Dr, B.
Das were in-charge of the fieldwork.

Teaching and rescarch programmes of the Centre are Organised around studies in theories and methods, on the one hand,
and analysis of structures and processes ol social systems on the other. Interd isciplinary orientation is rellected in
structure as well as contents of the courses offered at both M.A. and M.Phil levels. Courses at the M A level seck 1o
combine theoretical and methodological concerns with the study of the substantive issues relating to Indian society. At
the M.Phil. level, emphasis is laid on the comparative and interdisciplinary perspectives. Both at the M.A. and M_Phil.

Any other important information

The Centre has been enriched by the CAS Library an endowment from its status as Centre for Advanced Study. The
library, even though modest in size, is perpetually evolving, and attracts teachers as well as students for its splendid
collection of books relating to contemporary sociological theory, and to emerging arcas of social research. Currently, the
Library has a collection of approximately 2781 books purchased under DSA/CAS Programmes. The Centre also
maintains, with Dr. Ambedkar Chair, a collection of books on Ambedkar’s thought and philosophy, as well as on dalits
and minorities.

The UGC has selected the Centre under CAS Programme and has sanctioned a grant of Rs.59.30 lakhs for five years to
strengthen the infrastructure and other aspects of the Centre. The Centre has also entered into a special collaborative
programme with Institute for Sociology, Albert Ludwigs. University, (Freiburg, Germany), and Kwazulu Natal
University (Durban. South Africa) w.e.f. 2002. The seventh batch under Global Studies Programme having 29 students
from various countries including Australia, Canada, South Africa, Turkey. Germany. Mexico, Bosnia, UK. USA. Japan,
Ecuador. Bangladesh, Iceland. Brazil, Argentina, South Korea. [taly, Guatemala and China, arrived in January 2009 and
completed their semester in the Centre.

Dr, Ambedkar Chair in Sociology which was set up in 1992 by Dr. Ambedkar Foundation, Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment, Government of India, New Delhi, is continuing in the Centre. It has brought out the collection of Dr.
Ambedkar Memorial Annual Lectures in the book form-titled Ambedkar, Dalits and Buddhism.

The Centre confers a cash award of Rs.5000/- and a certificate every year to the topper of the M.A. Sociology, which
was instituted by Prof. T.K. Oommen, Professor Emeritus in 2003. This year the cash award was conferred on two
students. Ms, Bhakti Ajit Patil and Ms. Isha Bhatnagar who secured the highest CGPA,

Future Plans

Besides hoping to see the completion of some of the recent projects that individual faculty members are conducting in
the thrust arcas of the Centre, CSSS hopes to strengthen institutional collaboration through joint discussions and
seminars on themes of mutual interests to the participating institutions. Talks are already under way with some like
minded institutions towards this end. The Centre also hopes that the signing of the MOU between the Dr. Ambedkar
Foundation and INU is expedited to enable the Dr. Ambedkar Chair to carry oul its activities smoothly,

North East India Studies Programme

The Academic Council at its meeting held on April 21, 2006 approved the starting of a programme of studies on North
East India at INU. The proposal for the same was submitted to the University Grants Commission Expert Committee
headed by Professor T. Rama Rao, which visited the University during 8-10 August 2008. On the recommendation of the
Expert Committee, the UGC recently conveyed its approval for setting up the North East India Studies programme
(NEISP) along with twelve other Programmes/Centres at INU.

NEISP was established on an interdisciplinary framework involving diverse disciplines being pursued in five different
schools of the University, namely. School of Language, Literature and Culture Studies, School of Social Sciences,
School of Environmental Sciences, School of International Studies, and School of Arts and Aesthetics. Its main goal is 1o
bring together under a common umbrella, the research activities presently dispersed across schools, for achieving greater
synergy and more efTective contribution to understanding the North-East. An Advisory Committee comprising Rector
and Deans of the five above-mentioned schools was constituted, to carry out the activities of the Programme, the Vice
Chancellor was authorised 1o appoint a Cooordinator from amongst the Deans of five schools.

Presently, NEISP functions from the premises of the School of Social Sciences with Dean, SSS as Co-ordinator.

Centre for Studies in Science Policy

The Centre for Studies in Science Policy (CSSP) as an interdisciplinary teaching and research programme is the only one
of its Kind in the Indian university system. Designed as a combined teaching and research effort, the CSSP aims at
exploring various dimensions of the science-technology-society interface. While centrally oriented as an academic
programme, the CSSP also directs its research agendas at questions and challenges that are relevant to contemporary
policy concerns. The Centre also aims at undertaking research assignments on science, technology and innovation
policies and related areas such as university-industry relations; intellectual property rights; gender relations in science
and technology; globalization of innovation, technology and environment; scientists in organizations: and technology
futures studies.

The Centre is open to students for admission from a variety of social and natural sciences, technology studies,
engineering, medicine, law and management disciplines.

The current focus of teaching and research at the Centre is on science and technology policy analyses including
innovation policies: sociology of science and technology; social history of science and technology: economics of
technological change and innovation studies; technology futures studies; gender studies in science and technology:
science and technology for development; international affairs in science and technology and management of intellectual

property rights.



The Centre maintains a Blog CSSP Research Updates (http://www.cssp-jnu.blogspot.com/) for worldwide knowledge
sharing, information diffusion and research communication.

The Centre offers MPhil/PhD and direct PhD programmes. The MPhil programme requires completion of 24 credits in
four semesters. Direct Ph.D. programme is open to scholars who have completed an MPhil degree in one of the social or
natural science disciplines or demonstrated their research capability by way of equivalent published work in science
policy studies. The Centre strongly recommends such direct PhD scholars to audit courses at the MPhil level for two
semesters while pursuing research. The admissions to direct Ph.D. are made only in the monsoon semester starting from
July every year,

Students while pursuing research have received research fellowships from various sources such as University Grants
Commission through National Eligibility Test (NET): Jawaharlal Nehru Memeorial Fund Fellowship: Senior Research
Fellowship from the Council of Scientific and Industrial Research: Indian Council of Social Science Research, etc.
Currently in 2008-09. over 55 research scholars are on the CSSP rolls pursuing research in the M.Phil./Ph.D. and direct
Ph.D. programmes. During the last few years CSSP students were employed by reputed national and international
institutions.

The M.Phil/Ph.D. programme of the Zakir Husain Centre for Educational Studies (ZHCES) is envisaged to study
education as an inter-disciplinary perspective which justifies its location within the School of Social Sciences in the
University. Inter-disciplinarity has rendered the programme unique and distinct as compared to the other
departments/faculties of education in the university system. The focus of the M.Phil./Ph.D. programme has been to
grapple with the challenges education faces in the contemporary world where it stands in the intersection of a wide range
of impacts, emanating both from the national and international sphere. The Centre has been offering an entirely
restructured M.Phil/Ph.D programme for the last two academic years. The programme was restructured in 2006-07 to
incorporate new developments in the field of educational studies with a greater emphasis on its interdisciplinary
perspective.

The year 2008-09 has put the ZHCES on an uncharted path of exploration in educational studies. The lessons learned
from the new programme offering as many as 21 courses have been enriching. The contributions made by our research
scholars in the field of educational studies have been exploratory and innovative. The members of the faculty have
deepened their domains of research while treading into a few relatively unexplored areas as well. This is reflected in
some of their research and publications and reports. As in the previous years, the Faculty has been able to reach out to
the wider world through their participation in various national and international collaborative projects and well as
seminars/conferences as well as through the organization of national and international conferences during 2008-09.
Education, Cultural Diversity, and Globalisation has been accepted to be the future thrust area of the Centre under the
Special Assistance Programme (SAP) granted by the UGC for continuation at the level of DSA Phase Il for a period of
five years with effect from 01 April 2009 to 31 March, 2014,
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The Faculty

Historians, Psychologists, Economists and Sociologists come together under the banner of the M.Phil/Ph.D. programme
in Educational Studies to study education from a social science perspective and prepare students and research scholars
for the next generation. There are presently ten faculty members in the ZHCES including Professor Tapas Majumdar
who is Protessor Emeritus at the Centre.

Centre Programmes
The Department of Special Assistance

Recognising the contribution to Educational Studies, the Centre has been awarded the status of Department of Special
Assistance (for continuation at the level of DSA Phase 1) under the Special Assistance Programme (SAP) by the UGC
based on the recommendation of the Expert Committee constituted by the Commission. The Review Committee Meeting
was held on 20 October, 2008. Prof. Ajit K. Mohanty has been recommended by the Review Committee to he the
Coordinator of the Programme. The broad theme identified under the DSA as a research area is Education. Cultural
Diversity and Globalisation. The thrust areas identified are (i) Equity, diversity and Education Policy in a Globalising
World, (ii) Culture. Cognition and Schooling, (iii) Privatisation. Globalisation and International Migration and. (iv) Meta
I'heories of Knowledge, The common thread that weaves these thrust areas together is the study of the dynamics of
educational policy formation and implementation in the face of the changing character of knowledge and institutions in
the contemporary world from an emerging range of interdisciplinary perspectives, The converging impacts of
globalization and the divergent forces of localisation, the homogenising influences of market forces and the diversitying
role of cultural shaping of human nature are important forces that shape these discourses. The canvas thus remains broad
and its different aspects would be reflected in class-room teaching, research. dissertation themes. seminars and the
research projects to be undertaken by the Centre’s faculty. The areas reiterate the Centre’s passion. commitment and
growing strength in interdisciplinary teaching and rescarch.

Il

The ASIHSS Programme

The University Grants Commission awarded financial support to the ZHCES under the Assistance for Strengthening off
the Infrastructure of the Humanities and the Social Sciences (ASIHSS) programme in April 2006. Under the programme.
the Centre has received a non-recurring grant of Rs. 21 lakhs and Rs 2.2 lakh as recurring for a period of five vears.

Under the programme. Education Policy Studies (EPS) is identified to be the thrust area. It was envisioned that EPS will
be a multi-disciplinary programme of educational research that would focus on the theoretical context of policy making
and the processes that underlie its mediation through institutional structures and the manner in which it influences the
routine of school/higher education. It was felt that research in this area would need to be located within the concerns of
equity, diversity, and opportunity with specific attention to “local’ and “global’ aspirations that exert increasing influence
on education policy in the context of a globalising world. A position of Professor in Educational Policy Studies has also
been given to the Centre under the ASTHSS programme for five years (this has not vet been regularised).

Among the several activities supported by the Programme two are worth mentioning The first involved the organization
of a two-day National Seminar on *Education Policy and Practice: Emerging Scenarios’ during March 13-14, 2009, The
second was a semester long lecture series organised for the Education in India course of the M.Phil./Ph.D. Programme
(the details of which are given below).

The Centre in association with the Educational Records Research Unit, and co-hosted by Maulana Abdul Kalam Azad
Institute of Asian Studies, Kolkata, the Asia Project, India International Centre, New Delhi, and Project on International
Migration and Diaspora Studies (MOIA), INU, organised the twentieth conference of the International Association of
Historians of Asia (IAHA) from November 14-17, 2008 at Jawaharlal Nehru University. New Delhi. This was indeed a
rare occasion where around 400 scholars in Asia had the opportunity to rub shoulders with each other, and to contend.
contest and evolve academic consensus on various themes and events which have shaped the history of Asia. As had
been anticipated, there were animated discussions on Asia as a civilisational unit, a political entity, and also as the cradle
of thriving religions like Hinduism, Islam, Buddhism, Sikhism and many other variants which add hue 1o its
civilisational colour and grandeur. Apart from these common strands of culture, various political forums such as
SAARC, ASEAN etc., received the attention of scholars. It was interesting to witness and observe scholars from other
countries providing insights on peculiarities of caste, ethnicities, and other variants of social formation in India in
particular and Asia in general. How all of these shaped the *Idea of Asia’ was the theme of the inaugural address which
set the tone of the entire conference.

Education Policy
National Seminar on ‘Education Policy and Practice: Emerging Scenarios’:

The Centre organised a two-day National Seminar on ‘Education Policy and Practice: Emerging Scenarios’ on March 13
~ 14, 2009 ‘Education policy’ being the thrust area under the ASIHSS Programme, it was decided to organise a seminar
exclusively to deliberate and examine the contribution of social scientists to the understanding and analysis of education
policy and its making in India. This assumes importance as the neo-liberal economic policies introduced in the early
1990s have altered the very organisation and structure of education in India, as also other developing countries. Amidst
these changes, what is appalling is that the state educat on policy-making establishment has not undertaken the task of
reviewing the policy in the light of fast changing global as well as national scenarios in order to develop a country
specific response to the forces of globalization. It is this that necessitates a fresh look at education policy in India in
general and education policy studies, in particular, Further, education policy studies have not received any systematic
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attention from social scientists in India so far. Analysis and deliberation of education policy in India has largely
rentained an exercise of the political establishment and policy-making burcaucracy.

In all, there were 24 speakers from across the country and Delhi who contributed in seven sessions including the
inaugural and valedictory sessions.

Women's Studies Programme

The Women Studies Programme (WSP) was established in 2000 with UGC funding in the School of Social Sciences. At
the very outset. the WSP was conceived of as integral to incorporating and integrating a gender perspective in the
teaching and research of social sciences. Currently, the WSP has two faculty members. In addition, a Professor of the
School is appointed as the Director every two years, on a rotational basis to co-ordinate the overall functioning of the
programme. A Standing Committee consisting of members from among the faculty of the School of Social Sciences
supports the activities of the Programme. Additionally, an Advisory Committee with members from both within the
University as well as experts and specialists across disciplines from other institutions reviews the progress and working
of the programme.

Teaching

The MA optional course “Gender and Visual Culture” was offered during the Monsoon Semester (July-November 2008)
by Dr. G. Arunima; in the Winter Semester, Dr. Janaki Abraham offered the MA Optional Course “Women's
Movements and Gender Studies” (January-May 2009). Both these are 4 credit courses. and brings the total number of
MA Optional Courses on offer at the WSP, JNU, to two, and the faculty is currently in the process of developing further
courses as part of its XIth Plan agenda.

Library

Books & Documentary Films worth approximately 1.68 lakhs were acquired for the Women's Studies Library. The
library now has a total of 1150 books and 93 Documentary Films. The library is well used by students and faculty in
JNU as well as scholars from other parts of the city, and country.

Educational Records Research Unit

The Educational Records and Research Unit (ERRU) is a school level research unit that has been engaged in research in
the area of history of education in modern India in the School of Social Sciences since 1971. It is one of the oldest
research programmes of the University. The charter of the ERRU is to retrieve historically significant documents, using
the historian’s craft, on different themes. The research materials are collected from various archival repositories and
libraries across the country as well as abroad, classified chronologically under sub-themes and, after documentation and
annotation. published as historical monographs. The academic programme of the Unit has grown and diversified
significantly in recent years into areas such as women’s education, education of the disprivileged, and nationalist
educational ideas.

In the year under review, the Unit carried forward work on the ongoing project: “Nationalist Education Movement in
India, 1920-1947". The progress of work on this volume has picked up since mid-October, 2008 after the joining of Dr.
Ch. Radha Gayathri as a research officer in ERRU, which has perpetually been short of research personnel. Dr.
Gayathri has started collecting data from the National Archives, Sahitya Academy library and is also scanning the private
papers of eminent personalities of the research period. The materials collected so far are being processed for final
selection at the Unit.

The fourth J.P. Naik Memorial Lecture, organised by ERRU, was delivered by Professor S.K. Thorat, Chairman,
University Grants Commission, on ‘The Higher Education in India: Status, Emerging Issues and Approach in the
Eleventh Plan’, on August 30, 2008. Professor B.B. Bhattacharya, Vice-Chancellor, presided over the lecture. The Unit
is taking steps to publish the lecture. It has also organised a series of lectures by Tim Allender from the University of

Sydney.
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The ERRU has been the co-organiser of the 20" Conference of the International Association of Historians of Asia held in
November 2008 in Delhi, being the first in India, and attended by around 400 scholars from all over the world, Professor
Deepak Kumar, Director, ERRU. was the convenor of the conferenge and Dr. Joseph Bara and Dr. Nandita Khadria were
the coordinators of one of its panels: (Emergence of Knowledge Societies and Educational History). A volume is bemng
published from the papers presented in this panel and publication work on this is in progress.

Archives on Contemporary History

The Archives on Contemporary History was set up on 1" December 1970 by the decision of the Executive Committee of
the Jawaharlal Nehru University as an adjunct of the School of Social Sciences. The Archives, which was initially a
repository of materials on Left, Popular and National Movements in India, started with the valuable personal collection
of late Shri P.C. Joshi. Over the years. it has been considerably enriched by materials acquired from varied sources. At
present the Archives is located in a wing of the library of the University. The present Chairperson joined on 1™
September 2007.

The Archives has purchased 50 books/pamphlets this year as listed below:
